The two men ignoring the grave danger to their own lives entered the smoldering and simmering car to pull the victim out before the car exploded into a fireball; and

These two men showed that they are role models as courageous, self-sacrificing citizens of the city of New York who typify the best virtues of this city; now, therefore, be it
